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Be the Church
hy do you come to 
church?  There are 

probably as many answers 
to this question as there 
are people in the congre-
gation. A teenager in con-
fi rmation may say, “Be-
cause my parents make 
me come.” A family with 
young children may come 
for the fellowship and 
support of other young 
parents. Some might be 
looking for a service activ-
ity to help those in need. 
A retired person may 
come to reconnect with 
long-time friends and sing 
hymns that have given 
them strength throughout 
their life.

None of these are bad 
reasons - we are people in 
need of boundaries and 
community.  However, 
when they become the 
primary reason that we 
go to church, we are in 
trouble.  Confi rmation 
becomes a moralistic 
prison; fellowship 
devolves to cliques; 
service burns out in the 
face of increasing need; 
and worship suffers the 
constant critique of the 
unsatisfi ed.

Every once in a while, I 
need a reminder that I 
come to church to worship 
God, to participate in 
the Sacraments, and to 
be fed by the Word of 
God.  And in light of the 
Great Commission, we 
are reminded that we 
come to be and to make 
disciples of Jesus Christ - 
Christians. In confi rmation 
we help young people 
learn how to support and 
pray for friends who are 
going through struggles. 
In our fellowship activities 
we are always aware of the 
strangers in our midst. In 
our service, we recognize 
the gift of being able 
to help those in need 
regardless of the results. 
And in our worship, we 
resolve to glorify and 
magnify the living God: 
the creator of the cosmos!

Pastor Mike has been 
stressing in his sermons:  
Be the Church! Being a 

disciple of Jesus Christ 
is more than coming to 
a comfortable building 
to get advice on how to 
make your own life better. 
It is becoming part of 
Christ’s own mission to 
make the rule and the 
reign of God a reality on 
this earth. This isn’t a 
political statement, but 
rather good news for the 
poor, the prisoner, the 
hurting, the sick, those in 
despair - everyone.

Our stewardship drive 
will soon be over. We 
as a congregation do 
have monetary needs. 
But even more than 
money, we need to be 
part of God’s work on 
earth. Along with making 
a commitment to the 
running of First English, I 
ask each of you to renew 
your commitment to be a 
disciple of Jesus Christ. Be 
the Church!
